It was also suggested that it should be made easier to find the contact us / feedback form on the website.

6.2 Remediation & Contamination Committee - CC Chairman
CC advised that the SSTG is now involved in the review process for the EA Factsheet on Contaminated Soils – Treating non-hazardous waste for landfill.
There followed a discussion regarding the EA’s classification of waste and the inconsistency of EA decision making.  It is suggested that if you ask the EA, then your material will be classified as a waste, but if you advise them of your proposed methods, then it will probably not.
CC will circulate a link to the EA website consultation document on the mobile treatment licence.

CC advises that the CIWM is designing a course for a qualification to replace WAMITAB specifically aimed at recycling and remediation.  CC is to pursue the possibility of Britpave SSTG involvement in the process.  The WAMITAB qualification is currently an EA requirement for those involved in waste treatment.   CC will produce a short note on the training issue to be circulated to the SSTG membership.
CC also advises that the Landfill Tax rebate for Brownfield land remediation may be removed and could be replaced with another incentive.

6.3 Technical R&D (including HA update) Committee - CN Chairman
CN offered his resignation as chairman of this committee.
CN and PE have met with the HA to present the results of phase 1 of their research into the comparison of the soaked CBR test with the European swell test.

Research results show that the soaked CBR test may pass soil samples which should fail (i.e. sulfate and lime containing mixes) and that the European confined swell test should give a more reliable indicator.

CN is to submit the research test results to the Britpave SSTG for comment.

There was a suggestion that CN submits any further potential research project titles to Britpave SSTG for evaluation and potential funding.
